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“Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord.” – Ephesians 6:4

God gives us a tremendous role in the lives of our children.   The overwhelming task of raising a child falls on us as parents.  But what are we to teach our children?  Michael W. Lee, the superintendent of Cherokee Christian Academy in Woodstock, Georgia, suggests two important parts of that task.  The first goal of Christian parents is for their child to know God in a personal way, while the second goal is to know all about God and His creation.  

In Deuteronomy 11:18-21 we read, “Fix these words of mine in your hearts and minds; tie them as symbols on your foreheads.  Teach them to your children, talking about them when you sit at home and when you walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up.  Write them on the doorframes of your houses and on your gates, so that your days and the days of your children may be many in the land that the Lord swore to give to your forefathers.”  Educating our children is a 24-hour a day, seven day a week process that continues from birth through adulthood.  Teaching the Word of God is critical for the life and health of His people.  

We are thankful that this important task isn’t done just by us as parents.  We have extended family and our church community that the Holy Spirit uses in the shaping of our children.  But God also provides another tool in our community, DeMotte Christian School, to provide an opportunity to meet God and to learn about His creation.  Today in school, our children are memorizing Scripture and learning that prayer is a natural part of every day living.  They are seeing through science, math, and social studies that our world is wonderfully made, structured in an orderly way, and is a world in which God is actively involved through his people.  They are also shown that the effects of sin have affected every aspect of our world as well, but see that Christ has won victory over sin, too.
