A reading program that ties essential skills in with each story and covers a variety of literature types – realistic fiction, personal narrative, fantasy, (auto)biography, folklore, nonfiction, and poetry.  A basic understanding is taught of nouns, verbs (past and present), adjectives, and pronouns.  Sentence types and proper punctuation are covered as well as use of quotation marks, commas, apostrophes, and proper use of upper case letters.

	Computer
	Computer used for Accelerated Reader and math learning games.



	Library
	Skills are taught by the Librarian once a week for 30 minutes.  Skills such as fiction/nonfiction, location of books in various sections of library, identifying parts of book, various forms of literature, using reference material, and literature appreciation.

Book check out once a week for 30 minutes.



	Art
	40 minutes, one time a week



	Music
	Students begin to explore musical concepts (beat, rhythm, melody, harmony, meter, etc.) through the use of singing, playing rhythm instruments, and listening.  They begin music-reading skills using the Kodaly system.  They are introduced to the "Musician of the Month".  They work performance skills through All-School programs.   Activities taught by the music instructor 30 minutes, two times a week.



	Physical Education
	Activities that reinforce manipulative skills (throwing, catching, etc.), fine and gross motor skills, health fitness, game and sport activities are taught the by the PE instructor twice a week for 30 minutes.
