	Music
	Students continue to explore musical concepts (beat, rhythm, melody, harmony, meter, etc.) through the use of singing, playing rhythm instruments, and listening.  They begin music reading skills using the Kodaly system.  They are introduced to the "Musician of the Month."  They work performance skills through All-School programs.  Activities are taught by the music instructor 30 minutes, two times a week.
