Creation through the beginning of King Solomon's reign



	Math
	Math Course I (Holt McDougal, 2011)

Number sense; algebraic thinking with variables; measurement and statistics; decimal operations, fraction operations; ratio, proportion and percent; geometric figures and measurement; integers; and solving equations.



	Language Arts
	English (Houghton Mifflin, 2000)

Work with sentences, nouns, verbs, pronouns, adjectives, adverbs, prepositions, conjunctions, and interjections.  Research skills (choosing a topic, outlining, writing paper, giving credits, and forming bibliography) are taught.

Daily Oral Language (McDougal, Littell & Co., 1989)

Stresses capitalization, punctuation, and usage skills.

Imagine It!,  (SRA McGraw-Hill, 2008)

This curriculum is also used for spelling and English, although Houghton Mifflin listed above will also be used.



	Literature
	Imagine It!  (SRA/McGraw-Hill, 2008)

Stress on vocabulary, comprehension, word structure, decoding skills, clarifying, etc.



	Composition
	Writing of paragraphs, stories, and the research process.  The process used is:  first draft, editing, and second draft.



	Spelling
	Imagine It!,  (SRA McGraw-Hill, 2008)



	Social Studies
	World Explorer: Eastern Hemisphere (Prentice Hall, 2003) 

Studies the history of the world beginning with creation and continues by studying Mesopotamia, Egypt, Ancient Rome, the Middle East and its individual nations, Europe and its individual nations, and World Geography concepts. 

Daily Geography (Great Source, 2003)

Junior Scholastic Magazine:  A study of current events.




	Science
	Interactive Science (Pearson, 2011)

Studies earth science concepts including geology, plate tectonics, weathering, erosion, water properties and usages, weather, and astronomy. 



	Computer
	Keyboarding, which is mastery based; students progress at their own speed and according to their own ability.  Use of Hypermedia, work processing, skill development, software and online research in various disciplines.  Computers are viewed as tools to be used in all aspects of the curriculum and not as a separate curriculum.



	Library
	Book check-out and skills are taught by the Librarian once a week for 45 minutes.  Sixth grade students review and further develop research skills using various reference materials in the library.  Students learn to understand various genres of literature, use various parts of a book to locate and organize information and select materials for assignments and pleasure reading.  Students learn how to navigate and search using the electronic card catalog.



	Art
	40 minutes, once a week.

We study, explore, and practice various media, emphasizing art elements and principals.



	Music
	Sixth grade students have the opportunity to participate in intermediate band.  We study the Essential Elements, 2000 book 1 and the beginning of book 2.  Band is taught 40 minutes, three times a week.

All 6th grade students are involved in choir where we study music reading skills using Kodaly and solfeg systems.  Choir is taught 40 minutes, once a week.

	40 minutes, two times a week.
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
