	Math
	Math Course II (Holt McDougal, 2011)

Number sense; patterns, algebraic thinking with variables; decimals; functions; data and statistics; coordinate graphing; solving equations and inequalities and functions; measurement and area; surface area and volume.



	Language Arts
	English 7  (Houghton Mifflin, 2001)

Emphasis on grammar, parts of speech, sentence structure, and identification of sentence components.

Daily Oral Language (McDougal, Littell & Co., 1989)

Used to review punctuation, spelling, verb tense and other language mechanics.



	Literature
	Imagine It!  (SRA/McGraw-Hill, 2008)

Stress on vocabulary, comprehension, word structure, decoding skills, clarifying, etc.

Novels:  The Witch of Blackbird Pond by Elizabeth Georg Speare, Roll of Thunder, Hear My Cry by Mildred D. Taylor



	Composition
	Writing of poetry, letters, stories, persuasive writing, and a variety of essays.  Emphasis on the process of writing and sentence mechanics through writing a research paper.



	Spelling
	Vocabulary Workshop, Levels A & B (Sadlier-Oxford, 2005)
Weekly spelling tests are given using frequently misspelled words.  Students are also expected to learn each word's definition.



	Social Studies
	World Explorer: Western Hemisphere (Prentice Hall, 2003)

Studies the history of Latin American and Canada. 

Junior Scholastics Magazine - a study of current events.

Daily Geography (Great Source, 2003)

Weekly review of geography.

	Interactive Science (Pearson, 2011)

Studies life science concepts including three main areas.  These areas include bacteria to plants, animals, and human biology. 




	Computer
	Review of keyboarding, use of hypermedia, spreadsheets, further development of word processing tools including drawing tools, text boxes, tables, and desktop publishing, academic skill development, online and software research in various disciplines.  Computers are viewed as tools to be used in all aspects of the curriculum and not as a separate curriculum.



	Art
	Artstrands (Waveland Press, 1982) A program of individualized art instruction.

Art Connections (Good Year Books, 1995) art production, art history, art criticism and asthetics
