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From the Principal's Desk:

It is always difficult to start and get use to new routines.  The beginning of another school year also means that we need to change from our summer routines.  Getting up earlier, eating breakfast at a different time, being ready for the bus or the ride to school, getting to our first class on time are all part of just the new morning routine.  With school starting earlier this year and changes in bussing, it created even more changes to our routines from last school year. As you get into those new routines at the beginning of the school year, make sure you conscientiously include times each day to have your children meet our God and His Son. Do it in a variety of ways.  I also encourage each of you as adults to also make sure to take time daily to read the Bible and pray.  God will bless you and your family for it!
