From the Principal's Desk:

During the first couple of weeks of school, teachers work diligently to help students get a good understanding of class expectations, rules, and schedules.  They give careful thought using past experiences to come up with tools to help students have a better school year.  The assignment book that teachers in grades 5 though 8 give their students is one example.  Students are expected to write down all assignments and upcoming tests.  Teachers spend time showing students how and where to write them down in the book.  They discuss when to fill it in and check it during the day to make sure they keep track of any work not finished so they know what needs to go home for homework.  This valuable tool makes their schooling experience much easier once they get into the routine.

One of the basic tenants of DeMotte Christian School is that at least one parent professes Christ as their Lord and Savior, and that families be involved in a local Christian church.  We believe that the local Christian church is first of all a place where we as adults can continue to grow in our walk with the Lord.  We hear God’s Word proclaimed, are encouraged to examine our lives according to the teachings of Christ, follow the Holy Spirit’s leading, and learn how to live our lives in gratitude for all that God has done for us.  We grow in our faith and are encouraged to be better parents.  But DMC also believes that the local Christian church is there to support us as parents in the training and guidance of our children.  Children’s and young people’s activities and ministries reinforce what we are teaching in our homes and at this school.   Therefore, we feel its essential that families stay involved in a local Christian church.

As the Board interviews new families, there may be times where families have just moved into our area or families are in the midst of looking for a new church home.  A conditional admittance is given and families are allowed a year to find a local church.  Each October, the board sends out letters to local churches including the names of the families attending their church and DeMotte Christian School, thanking them for their work and encouraging prayerful support for those families and our school.  In this way, we form a stronger Christian community giving support to the family as they strive to present a Christ-centered world-view.

As you start another school year as well as another year of church activities, I ask each of you to reflect and re-evaluate your commitment to your local church.  Are you recognizing it not only as a valuable resource for you and your family, but a necessity?  Are you committed to be actively involved in regular weekly worship, as well as other educational opportunities for yourself and your children?  Now is the time to use this valuable gift and tool to assist you and your family to be all that God would have you be!

Morning Drop-off  (7:25am-7:50am)
We have seen continuing improvement during morning drop-off.  The peak drop-off period is between 7:45 and 7:45am.  We ask that all students be dropped off at the back doors, not the front doors. Students may be picked up after school in the car line between 2:35 and 2:50 PM.   Please review the follow directions: 

1. Follow the blue cones, forming four waiting lines.

2. Have your family’s pick up number in the front left corner of your front window, clearly visible for the caller (Mrs. McCune) to see.  

3. Pull all the way up to the end of the sidewalk in front of the doors before loading your children. 

4. If your child isn’t available you may be asked to pull forward into the fire zone to wait until they arrive to be loaded.
