In early 1990, a group of teenagers in Texas on a weekend church retreat felt a burden for their classmates at their schools.  That evening , the students went to three of their schools , met around the school’s flagpoles and prayed for their classmates, schools, and leaders.  This concept was then shared with 20,000 students and their leaders at a Texas youth conference in Dallas in June of that year.  On September 12, 1990, over 45,000 students met before school started in four states for the first “See you at the Pole”.  Today, over three million students in all fifty states, and in over 20 countries come together at the beginning of the school year outside their schools to pray for their classmates, schools, communities, and their nations.

This year’s theme for SYATP is “Converge”.  Matthew 18:20 is a comforting and encouraging promise from Jesus Himself that helps us to know He is always with us. When we gather and agree together, placing Him first, He is there. And when God and His people converge for prayer, lives change!
