He is David’s refuge and strength.  He has David’s time in his hands!  Once David realizes it, David says “Be strong and take heart, all you who hope in the Lord.” (vs. 24)

Today, God has each of your hours in His hands as well.  Remember to let God use that time to make a difference in the lives of your family and the people you come into contact with today.
