Last Friday, we had a great chapel experience when one of our graduates, Kim DeVries, and a number of her friends from Covenant Christian High School led us in our monthly, all-school chapel.  

After the CCHS students led us in two opening songs, Kim came and talked to us about knowing God’s will and how He makes each of us unique.  She pointed out we look different.  We enjoy doing different things.  We have different abilities and gifts.  We struggle with different issues. 

Kim shared how she was unique.  She was born prematurely in Korea.  As a baby she had a staff infection that went untreated for a period of time, and caused damage to the hips and joints in her legs.  Doctors said that this disability would probably keep her from ever walking.  A family in Demotte adopted her when she was 14 months old.  She started seeing doctors regularly as a child, and has had 6 major surgeries since then to repair and improve her mobility.  She learned to love music and sports, actively playing volleyball and basketball in Junior High and High School.  Now as a senior, she is looking forward to going to college next fall.  

Kim shared that as a child she often asked her parents why God made her different and with a disability.  She hated to go to a store and see people staring at her because of her differences.  But as she grew older, she began to realize that God could use her differences for His glory.  She shared the story found in John 9 of Jesus healing a blind man.  In verse 3, Jesus says, “Neither this man nor his parents sinned, but this happened so that the work of the Lord might be displayed in His life.” 

Kim now realizes that her disability was not given to her because she was bad, but it was given to bring honor and glory to God.  She shared how the doctors she sees are amazed that not only can she walk, but she can participate in sports as well.  Kim ended her chapel talk by reminding the students that God has created each of them differently.  All have a place and make our world different and exciting for God’s glory.   Kim closed her talk with the verse above, I Thessalonians 5:16-18.

As parents, we realize that God makes each of our children different.  What a joy it is to see our children discover their unique gifts and learn to use them for their own enjoyment, to help their fellow man, and to give God glory!  As a school, we pledge to come along side you to help in this exciting process.
