DeMotte Christian School, as an extension of the Christian home, helps Christian parents train each child to be responsible and unique under the Lordship of Jesus Christ within the family of God.

The school enables each child to accept deliberately and joyfully these special responsibilities by using all his God-given talents and gifts for God’s glory.  The school further enables each child to demonstrate concern for the well-being of his fellow man, himself, and all of God’s creation.

From the Principal's Desk:
People not familiar with DeMotte Christian School often refer to us as a parochial school.  People who have grown up in or around Catholic or Lutheran schools often are confused about the type of school we have.   I point out to them that schools from parochial traditions are ministries of specific churches or denominations.  Their school boards or administrators answer directly to a church council or dioceses.  

DeMotte Christian School is set up differently.  Our philosophy states that it is not the church’s chief responsibility to train children from their parish, rather it is the parents’ responsibility to train their children.  Local churches walk beside parents in helping them grow as adults and to help train their children in God’s ways.  But at DMC, its Christian parents that come together to create a school that points out man’s sinful state, the redemptive work of Jesus Christ, and the lordship of our God over creation.

When DeMotte Christian School was begun in the 1940’s, a school society of parents and supporters came together and elected a board of directors to help give direction to the school.  The board was responsible to select and hire staff, set policy and procedures for the smooth running of the school, and make sure that a quality, Christ-centered education was made available for their children.  That tradition continues today.  

Each March, parents and supporters of DeMotte Christian School come together for the annual society meeting.  This year’s meeting will be on March 6, 2012, at 7:00 PM.  At that meeting there will be reports from the Board treasurer, the school administrator, and the Auxiliary president.  The society will have an opportunity to elect new members to the school board, the Foundation board, and the Auxiliary board.  They will have a chance to vote on specific bylaw amendments.  A presentation of the proposed budget for the following school year will also be given.  

You will receive a copy of the agenda and reports for the annual society meeting, as well as a summary of the various board candidates in the next few weeks.  Be sure to mark your calendar so that you can attend the society meeting.  Review the material carefully, and come ready to participate.  The school board appreciates your support and involvement.
