	Bible Memory


	Kindergarten students memorize a verse for each letter of the alphabet.  We also memorize Psalm 23 and 100, Luke 2:8-14 and Matthew 28:5-6.

	Math
	Envision Math  (Scott Foresman Addison Wesley, 2012)

Sort and Classify, Numbers 0-30, Geometry (shapes), Fractions, Number Patterns, Measuring Data, Graphing, Addition, Subtraction, Counting to 100.

	Language Arts

The goals of the Kindergarten program are to identify and manipulate sounds of language, learn how the alphabet works, enjoy learning from books and stories, develop writing to share ideas and information, and provide early reading and writing experiences for students to be successful.

	Social Studies
	Here We Go (Scott Foresman, 2003)
Topics covered include:  myself, my family, my school, my community, my country (includes Columbus and first Thanksgiving), and my world.

	Science
	Interactive Science (Pearson, 2012)

We learn about plants and animals in life science.  We concentrate on Earth as our home, weather and sun, moon stars and clouds in Earth Science.  Physical Science concentrates on exploring matter and things that move.

	Spanish
	Students are introduced to Spanish vocabulary in the following areas:  greetings, colors, numbers (1-20), classroom items, basic body parts, animals, clothing, and favorite pass-times.  Spanish is taught twice a week in 25 minutes sessions.

	Library
	The Librarian meets with students once a week for 35 minutes and introduces library skills, such as where to look for books, signing books out, and the joy of stories.

	Art
	Activities in the classroom focusing on a variety of medium (crayons, markers, paint – sponges, brushes, hands, fingers).

	Music
	Students begin to explore concepts of musical opposites (long-short, loud-soft, fast-slow, high-low) through the use of singing, playing rhythm instruments, and listening.  They are introduced to the "Musician of the Month".  They work performance skills through All-School programs.  Activities taught by the music instructor twice a week for 25 minutes.

	Physical Education
	Activities that involve developing body awareness, balance, gross motor and fine motor skills, fitness, and relating to others are taught by the PE instructor twice a week for 25 minutes. 
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
